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The Attiude Of The Indian Muslims Toward King Abdul-Aziz's
Annexation Of The Hejaz Based On British Documents and Indian
sources
(1337 /1344 AH.—1919/1926 A.D.)
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Abstract

This study dealt with the stance of Indian Muslims towards
King Abdulaziz' annexation of Al-Hejaz in the light of the British
documents and Indian sources (A.D. 1919 -1926 / 1337 — 1344 A.H.) that
has not yet got in-depth study and research to the best of the researcher's
knowledge. In his study, the researcher adopted the analytical descriptive
approach based on documents and sources that revealed the stance of
Indian Muslims towards King Abdulaziz' annexation of Al-Hejaz. The
study started with highlighting the rise of Islam in the Indian Subcontinent
and Muslims' numbers at the period of time that is dealt with in the study,
in addition to the most important Indian Muslim societies, their aims, and
ability to influence the Indian Muslim community. In the first chapter, the
study dealt with the conflict between the Hashemites and Al-Saud on Al-
Hejaz, with a comprehensive study of regions of conflict and the stance of
Indian Muslims towards that. The study also highlighted the most
Important Indian societies supporting King Abdulaziz, accentuating their
roles in mediation between King Abdulaziz and Sharif Hussein, as well as
showing the stance of Indian scholars towards King Abdulaziz, sending
Indian delegations, and transmitting events to Indian people via mass
media. The study also dealt with the main Indian societies supporting
Sharif Hussein, the stance of Indian Muslims towards the abolishment of
Islamic Caliphate, and their stance towards Hussein's Caliphate, between
rejection and support, in addition to the causes of Indian Muslim's stance
conversion in favor of King Abdulaziz. Finally, the study included
mentioning the conferences of Indian Muslims and their results, and it
concluded salient findings including:

- The study proved the rejection of some Indian societies of the orientations
presented by brothers at Mecca, concerning the elimination and banning of
heresies and superstitions that led to enmity between them
and King Abdulaziz.

Recommendations included the following:

The call for academic centers and institutions to translate the Indian sources
that are related to the history of the Arabian Peninsula into the Arabic
language, due to the fact that these documents contain a lot of information
that are relevant to the Arabian Peninsula.
