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Abstract

The main objective of the study is to identify the role of activating
knowledge management practices in supporting student activities at King
Abdulaziz University. The study also seeks to determine the role of
knowledge management practices in supporting student activities in order
to learn how to activate them to support student activities at King
Abdulaziz University, and to come up with a proposed model to achieve
that end. The study used the descriptive approach in content analysis to
review published literature. The case study approach was also used in
studying the student activities at the Deanship of Student Affairs at King
Abdulaziz University. employing the focus group method by involving a
group of experts and specialists to come up with a proposed model. The
study reached several results, the most important of which are :

1 A large number of sample members agreed to diagnose knowledge
by following informational methods related to knowledge developments
that can be obtained by watching student activities.

1 A large number of sample members agreed on generating knowledge
through the adherence of the student activities representative to the
university instructions while obtaining knowledge.
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
